Radio listeners rise
BBC Radio Suffolk has 15,000 
more listeners tuning in 
compared to this time last 
year, according to latest 
figures.  

They have been released by 
Radio Joint Audience Research 
(RAJAR) and show 143,000

2010. The audience share has 
also increased from 11.5% to 
15.2%, with the average 
listener tuning in for 12.26 
hours each week.
